The goals of
the day were discussed on the last Lakeview Charter
Academy School Site Advisory Council meeting as:

PUC Education Complex (LCA, CCMS, CCECHS)
and Triumph Charter Academy - these schools
will uplift the neighborhood by beautifying the
public area; paint exterior fence and plant flowers
along the side walk surrounding the complex. In
addition, community members will clean the cam-
pus and complete a recycling drive.

Youth Speak Collective / Project Youth Green-
Project Youth Green is a four acre community
revitalization project that focuses on youth educa-
tion, community gardening, and physical exer-
cise. Project Youth Green targets low income
youth and families who have no access to green
space, fruits and vegetables, or hands on educa-
tional opportunities.

Learning Spaces- School community creates im-
proved learning spaces for one family from each
school community. A new learning space will in-
clude; table, chair, lamp, storage, school supplies,
and books.

Also note the type of poles the lights are
mounted on, whether wood or concrete and report this
information also.
